To coMmMEMORATE the 50th anniversary of the first Castles high values,
a miniature sheet bearing the 1955 designs will go on sale from 22 March.
The sheet includes two 50p stamps showing Carrickfergus and Windsor
Castles and two £1 stamps showing Caernarfon and Edinburgh Castles.
The stamps are printed in the same colours (brown, red, blue and black)
as the 1955 stamps which were of 2s6d, 5s, 10s, and £1 values and featured
respectively Carrickfergus, Caernarfon, Edinburgh, and Windsor Castles.
The original stamps were designed by Lynton Lamb (1907-77), and feat-
ured the portrait of The Queen by Dorothy Wilding. The miniature sheet
includes the national floral emblems of England, Scotland, Wales, and
Northern Ireland in the sheet borders. Similar miniature sheets were issued
in December 2002 and May 2003 to mark the 50th anniversary of the issue
of the Wilding low value definitives.
