A MINIATURE SHEET and prestige book will be issued on 29 September to
mark the 50th anniversary of the issue of the first country stamps, then
known as regional issues. 3d stamps (the basic letter rate) for Scotland,
Wales, Northern Ireland, Jersey, Guernsey and the Isle of Man went on
sale in the respective ‘regions’ on 18 August 1958, followed by 6d and 1s3d
stamps for Scotland, Wales, and Northern Ireland on 29 September. The
designs of the nine stamps for Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland are
being reissued, now with 1st class indicator, in the miniature sheet and psB.

FirsT DAY FacILITIES Unstamped Royal Mail Fpc envelopes will be avail-
able from main Post Office branches and philatelic outlets about a week
before 16 October, price gop. Orders for serviced Fpcs with stamps or min-
iature sheet cancelled by a pictorial Tallents House or Gloucester first day
postmark must reach Tallents House by the day of issue. Please specify
which postmark(s) you require. Collectors may send stamped covers on the
day of issue to: Royal Mail Tallents House, 21 South Gyle Crescent, Edin-
burgh En12 gpB (for Tallents House postmark, Fp0837), or to one of Royal
Mail Special Handstamp Centres for the Gloucester postmark (Fpo841).

Gloucester has been chosen for the alternative first day postmark as it is
the birthplace of Dorothy Wilding, whose portrait of The Queen was used
on the 1958 Regional stamps.
